At the heart of the problems the world faces — poverty, hunger, oppression, and war — we can see a
 lack of justice or fairness. How is this linked to our celebration of the Eucharist when we go to Mass?

e Respect for the rights of others
e Fairness and equality of treatment
e The common good

e Honesty and truth in our
relationships

What is the
Eucharist?

“At the heart of the Eucharistic
celebration are the bread and

wine that become Christ’s body
and blood.” Catechism 1333

Different ways of describing the
Eucharist emphasise different aspects
of its meaning. For example:

e Eucharist - thanksgiving to God

e Lord’s Supper - we remember the | |
last meal Jesus took with his
disciples before he died i

e Breaking of Bread - Jesus did this i!

e Memorial - remembering Jesus’ death and
resurrection and all God is doing and has
done for us

e Sacrifice — Jesus laid down his life so that

everyone could know what God’s love means

e Holy Communion - we are united with
Christ as one body

e Holy Mass - from missio (sending out) — we
are sent out into the world to
do God’s will

The challenge of the
Eucharist

The Church says we have an
“obligation in justice” to
change the unjust systems
that keep some people poor.

e Going to Mass is not the
end of our commitment —
we need to connect what
happens in the Mass with
the world outside.

e \When we receive
communion we are
responding to a challenge.
We are meeting Christ and
we are asked to recognise
him in everyone we meet.
He asks us to share what

we have with one another.

e We have to be involved in
our world in the way Jesus
was in his. This not only
helps others — it makes us
more like Christ. It is an
invitation to change.

Mission

At the Last Supper Jesus
showed us the link
between his mission and
ours. He washed his
disciples’ feet, putting
himself at the service of
others. See John 13:15;34.

Unity and community
The word communion
reminds us of union and
community. We celebrate
our union with Christ and
our community with
people locally and globally.

Action

Before we participate in the
Eucharist we are asked to
recognise what we have
done and what we have
failed to do in our
relationship with God and
other people. We are
hypocrites if we accept the
blessings we are given
without taking any action
to change things. Can we
celebrate the Eucharist
whilst ignoring people

in need?

Sharing food and justice

TRY THIS:

The Eucharist is a celebration and a sharing. Sharing a
meal can be a special occasion anywhere but many people
today go hungry. Hunger is not inevitable, it is an
injustice. There are many other injustices in today’s world:

If the world were a village of 1000 people:

500 would have to walk two hours to the
nearest telephone

335 would not have the chance to learn to read
and write

333 would not have safe, clean drinking water

70  would own cars
Only one would have a computer
